We are often asked what we use at the factory or would
recommend. Our technicians use the Posi Lock model 108
a 3 jaw or Posi Lock model 210 a 2 jaw puller. The 2 jaw
for easy jobs and the 3 jaw (because it provides a more
positive grip) on the more difficult to remove pitman arms.
